It is very important that sun cream is not brought to school by your
child. Please apply sun cream generously in the morning at home in
order to protect your child during the school day. If your child
needs extra coverage, you will need to fill in a medication form
which can be found on our website and the cream must be given to
the school office.

For safety reasons, it is very important to check the ingredients in
your sun cream for nut oils or nut products, as some of our
children at Northgate have severe nut allergies. Prunus amygdalus
dulcis (sweet almond) oil can be found in some sun creams. Lip
balms should also be handed in at the office and a form submitted
as these too are classed as medication. Please remember to check
the ingredients in these.
